Little is known about the lives and map production of the Allard
and Danckerts families, two important representatives of Dutch
map-makers and publishers of the second half of the 17th 
century. This volume will fill this gap. Special attention will be
paid to the production of extremely rare wall maps.



I t is one of the aims of the series Monumenta Cartographica Neerlandica to
present an inventory of rare and significant Dutch maps and charts from the
period 1550 and 1700. The work is the result of the author's investigations 

carried out during the past twenty-five years in numerous Dutch and foreign 
collections, since many maps that where highly valued in the 17th century are no
longer in their country of origin. Where possible the maps will be shown in 
full-size facsimile. 
In this way  rare cartographic material of Flemish and Dutch map-makers will be
made more readily accessible to interested cartographers, historians, arthistorians,
and others. With the publication of Monumenta 
Cartographica Neerlandica we hope to further the
knowledge and appreciation of Dutch cartography in
its Golden Age.

Volume VII

This volume is devoted entirely to the work
of Cornelis Claesz (c. 1551-1609), who at
the end of 16th and beginning of the 17th

century was the greatest Amsterdam publisher
and bookseller. In those years Claesz was the
driving force behind publications in the field of
cartography, description of foreign lands, sea-
borne navigation and books on the outcome of
Dutch voyages of discovery and trade missions
into all parts of the globe. The entrepreneurship
and aptitude in trade, is indeed well reflected in
the astounding array of maps, atlases and travel-
histories, he had on offer.

Nearly all the maps and charts mentioned in
ClaeszÕs Const ende Caert-Register of 1609 have
been located by the author. The emphasis of
this volume relates to the central role of Corne-
lis Claesz in the supply of maritime and ge-
ographical know-how and its dissemination th-

rough his multi-faceted publications in the pe-
riod of 1580 till 1610. In accordance with the
aims of the research project as a whole, special
attention is paid to the loose-leaf maps marke-
ted by Cornelis Claesz, their analysis and de-
scription. They have been arranged by subject;
their context is historically justified, their se-
quence allows to trace their development. These
loose maps were particularly vulnerable and on
occasion only a few have survived. The core of
this volume offers detailed descriptions and full-
sized facsimiles of the 8-sheet wall maps of the
four continents along with the earliest sea charts
which provide a virtually complete summary of
the cartography of the whole world and form
the oldest series of printed Dutch charts
showing seas and coastlines outside Europe,
and of a set of very scarce maps of different Eu-
ropean countries.



FORTHCOMING VOLUMES

Volume IX

One of the most well-known personalities in the era of
the Dutch Golden Age is Joan Blaeu (1598-1673) whose
life and work will be discussed in this volume. His name
is especially associated with his atlas maior in 9 to 12 vo-
lumes, a work that illustrates the high standards of con-
temporary cartography and geographical knowledge. Its
presentation bears witness to the superb Dutch craftman-
ship. The focus will be, however, especially directed to
Joan Blaeu's production of multi-sheets wall maps. His
1648 wall map of the world in 20 sheets, the 6 wall maps
of the 4 continents (America and Asia are divided into 2
parts) of 1659 in 6 sheets, the maps of France and North-
ern Europe, each in 6 sheets, and the outstanding wall
map of Brazil of 1647 in 9 sheets, will be reproduced at
full scale. In order to place these wall maps in their pro-
per context, an illustrated overview will be presented of
all their Dutch predeceessors.

Volume VIII

The maps and charts, published separately by Jodocus
Hondius (1563-1612), Pieter van den Keere (1571-c. 1646)
and Hessel Gerritsz (1580/81-1632), will be the subject of
this volume. All three men were renowned engravers, map-
makers and publishers who had a decisive influence on the
development of cartography in Amsterdam. Their lives and
cartographical works will be discussed in detail. A selection
of the maps will be reproduced at full scale. From Hondi-
us's production, e.g.,  a hitherto unknown 8-sheet wall map
of the world on Mercator's projection (1595/96), the wall
maps of the continents (1598) and of the Seventeen Provin-
ces (1593 and 1602). From Van den Keere's hand, e.g., a
map of the world in 4 sheets (1609) and of Germania
(1611) in 7 sheets. Included in Hessel Gerritsz's contribution
to this volume are facsimiles of wall maps of Spain (1612),
Italy (1617) and Northern Europe. An illustrated carto-bi-
bliography of the folio-sized maps of all three map-makers,
published separately, will be also part of this publication,
accompanied by a selection of full-size reproductions.
